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I’d like to begin by wishing a very Happy Father’s Day to all fathers.  I would offer a longer reflection here for 

Father’s Day, but because this weekend’s bulletin is crowded – including the many names listed in our Father’s Day 

Spiritual Bouquet and Mass intentions – I need to keep my article shorter than usual.  I will say: May St. Joseph, the patron 

saint of fathers, guide and protect all fathers through his heavenly and powerful intercession.  May God bless all fathers, 

living and deceased, and their families. 

 I would like to offer a few thank-you’s to some parishioners this week.  Our Mother’s Day and Father’s Day 

Spiritual Bouquets would not have been possible without volunteers to organize it all.  I would like to thank Steve & Cathy 

Schreiner for not only putting it together, but for being present at each weekend Mass for several weeks to take people’s 

requests and enroll names.  Also regarding the Spiritual Bouquets, I want to thank Sue Chrabaszcz for generously donating 

the posters that we put on display in church.  And I would like to thank Irene DelGiudice for donating the new, taller stand 

to display one of our patrons, St. Maria Goretti.  Thank you to all! 

Finally, in last week’s bulletin we published a letter from the Catholic Conference of Illinois (CCI) regarding a bill in 

the Illinois legislature (SB 3499) that would legalize assisted suicide in our state.  CCI encourages Catholics in Illinois to go 

to www.ilcatholic.org or call 217-528-9200 to find out how to contact your local elected official to tell them to vote NO on 

SB 3499.  CCI has also offered some Q&As about this issue, and in the next several bulletins, I’d like to share some of those 

here, as this is a very important issue regarding the dignity of the human person.  Here is one of their Q&As regarding 

euthanasia: 

Q: Does this mean that I am left to suffer endlessly? 

A: Not at all.  No one is obligated to take on treatments which will only extend life but do not offer hope of 

recovery, i.e., it is not necessary to live as long as one possibly can by whatever means necessary.  There is great moral 

difference between acknowledging the reality of approaching death and intending to hasten it.  One may refuse 

treatments which are deemed to be “disproportionate” in that they do not offer plausible hope for recovery, or more 

burdensome than beneficial to the patient.  One may receive medications to deal with pain, even if they have a harmful 

effect or may hasten death, so long as this is not the intention of the patient nor the caregivers.

Our in person religious education classes meet twice a 
month either Tuesday evenings from 6:00—8:00pm or  
Saturday mornings from 9:00—11:30am at the  
Wagner Street entrance of the religious education 
building.  We also have a homeschool (e-learning)
option available.  We are committed to giving our  
students in grades K—8 the tools they need to grow 
and mature in their faith by:
 Gathering for prayer every class
 Celebrating the Sacrament of Reconciliation 

during Advent and Lent
 Encouraging faithful discipleship through

the completion of Mass and service hours
 Through enrichment opportunities like The Seder

Meal, Church Tours, and Teaching Masses
 Offering Opportunities for involvement in Mass by

having our students read and bring up the gifts at
our monthly Family Masses and by offering 
opportunities to join parish ministries like altar 
serving. 

Sacramental Information 
The Religious Education program has a 2 year  
consecutive attendance requirement for the reception 
of the Sacraments of Communion and Confirmation. 
Confirmation is celebrated in 8th grade.  
First Reconciliation & Communion are 
usually celebrated in 2nd grade;  
students in grades 3-7 who need to  
receive the Sacraments of first  
Reconciliation & Communion will be 
enrolled in the Special Sacraments Class 
in their second consecutive year of attendance in the 
religious education program.  This is a separate class 
and meets one Saturday per month from 9-11am to 
prepare these students for the Sacraments of  
Reconciliation and Communion.   

Registration Information 

Registration is open for the 2024-2025 program year! 
You DO NOT need to be a parishioner to enroll your 
child in the religious education program.  Registration 
information is available on the children’s faith  
formation page of the parish website hvmparish.org.  
You can view registration materials and enroll your 
child by clicking the “Enroll My Child “ button and  
completing the online registration form.   
You can also register in person at 
our Open House on Sunday,  
September 8th from 10am-1pm.   
Or at one of our registration days:  
Tuesday, September 10th  
from 4:00-7:30pm and  
Saturday, September 14th from 9:00am—3:00pm in 
the religious education building. 
Please make sure to bring a copy of your child’s appli-
cable sacramental certificates including Baptism, First 
Reconciliation and First Communion when you come 
to register or on the first day of class.
